Hope for West Africa
From TWR’s West Africa Transmitting 
Station, we broadcast programs in 
about 25 languages from two power-
ful transmitters, one of which beams 
programs into Nigeria and the sur-
rounding countries. Nigeria is Africa’s 
largest country by population and a 
hot spot for perse-
cution of Christians 
by radical extrem-
ists. Youth who live 
amid poverty, misery, and injustice 
are especially at risk of getting caught 
up in extremism, and we are focused 
on radio distribution and specialized 
programming for youth and audiences 
of all ages. Storytelling programs are 
especially effective to communicate 
the messages of the Bible. The other 
transmitter beams programs into re-
gions of unreached people groups that 
span several countries and are mostly 
Muslim. A gift toward these broadcasts 
will help us keep the station running 
while supporting our local ministry 
teams producing the programs.

Hope for the 
Horn of Africa
The Horn of Africa comprises 
countries along the east coast 
of the continent, such as Eritrea, 
Djibouti, Ethiopia, and Somalia. 
There are many Muslim unreached 
people groups, and ministry among 
them is extremely difficult. Somalia, 
for example, ranks 
second highest out 
of 50 countries on 
the 2025 Open 
Doors World Watch List of coun-
tries with the most persecution of 
Christians. Sudan ranks fifth highest, 
and Eritrea ranks sixth. There is 
extreme poverty with no relief in 
sight amid drought and food short-
ages. TWR broadcasts across the 
region in multiple languages from 
our powerful station in Eswatini 
(formerly called Swaziland). The 
wide variety of broadcasts includes 
The Way of Righteousness, Women 
of Hope, Dr. Luke, and programs for 

youth. But new partners are needed 
to continue to provide spiritual 
nourishment for the few evangelical 
churches and individual believers. If 
God is leading you to offer Great 
Commission support for listeners 
in the Horn of Africa, we welcome 
your partnership!

A Ukrainian soldier who fought 
at the front lines for two years 
listened to TWR’s Ukrainian 
programs. He miraculously sur-

He did so and is growing 
in his walk with the Lord today.

It 
plays loudly all day long so unbelievers 
can hear it, too.” This rich lineup of 
programs, weekly videos, podcasts, 
and social media share that, whether in 
times of war or peace, our only hope 
is found in Jesus Christ.

Reaching the 
Roma in Central 
and Eastern Europe
The Roma people (formerly 
known as Gypsies) of Cen-
tral Europe have been mar-
ginalized for centuries and 
experience discrimination in 
every form. 
Especially 
concerning 
is the lack of 
quality education for most 
Roma children. Imagine their 
peace when they learn that 
Jesus loves them and died 
for them. TWR has been 
broadcasting in Roma dialects

Hope for 
Southern Europe
TWR’s Southern Europe region 
comprises six countries: France, Spain, 
Portugal, Italy, Greece, and Cyprus. 
The decline of Christianity in Southern 
Europe makes it a critical mission field. 
TWR’s leader in Portugal aptly said, “In 
Southern Europe, one church is plant-
ed, and two others close their doors.” 
Many explore spiritual-
ity through the thriving 
occult. We would like 
to urgently engage with 
people in the region, especially young 
people born into a post-Christian so-
ciety who are searching for meaning in 
their lives. Christian believers make up 
only about 3% of the total population. 
Southern Europe is diverse in history, 
languages, and people groups, and we 

hope to create evangelistic content 
through a multichannel strategy, utiliz-
ing FM, digital radio, and social media 
channels to reach audiences based on 
their locations and preferences. By 
leveraging these channels, we hope 
to effectively engage with the people 
of Southern Europe and share the 
message of hope found in the gospel. 
Your gift will help TWR strengthen our 
digital strategy in Southern Europe. 

Hope for Central 
and Eastern Europe
TWR’s Central and Eastern Europe 
region spans the Baltics to the Balkans, 
and despite big differences across the 
cultures, it’s certain that most people 
are online and own 
a mobile phone. The 
key to reaching the 
many digital natives 
(the younger genera-
tion) is to speak their digital language! 
Listeners build communities online 
and expect more engagement with 
broadcasters so they can ask questions 
about the gospel. Working with our 
local media partners, TWR is grow-
ing our digital strategy by discipling 
believers and mentoring those explor-
ing faith, including those in the many 
Roma communities across the region. 
Our goal is for each national partner to 
become a top-tier media ministry in its 
country, and digital platforms will give 
TWR broader audience engagement.

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CAT West 
Arabic Antenna
TWR recently installed an up-
graded 750,000-watt transmitter 
at a Central Asia transmitter site 
we call CAT West, allowing us to 
migrate our Arabic broadcasts 
from older, costly 
transmitters to the 
newer, less ex-
pensive one. With 
this newer transmitter and the 
addition of one broadcast pattern, 
we can more efficiently reach the 
Arabic-speaking world. Install-
ing a six-tower array in recent 
years built our capacity to add 
broadcast patterns in the future, 
such as one we began using to 
broadcast to Ukraine after the 
war broke out in 2022. Now, with 
the repurposing of components 
and antenna modifications, we 
can add a pattern to reach the 
Arabic-speaking world. This new 
transmitter and broadcast pattern 

will result in ministry cost savings. 
Your gift will help TWR continue 
to introduce Arabs to God’s plan 
of salvation through Jesus Christ.  

Hope for the 
Middle East
Hope for the Middle East is a media 
initiative that offers a wide variety 
of Arabic broadcasts by radio and 
digital platforms. The Way Compan-

ion, for example, brings guidance for 
young Arab men as they navigate 
the challenges of identity, faith, rela-
tionships, and purpose. The biblical 
truth and disciple-
ship are lifelines of 
hope and wisdom 
to a generation in 
search of direction, and its follow-up 
team of spiritual first responders 
received over 6,000 messages in 
2024 and celebrated 23 professions 
of faith.

Hope for the Persian-
Speaking World
TWR’s ministry to the Persian-speak-
ing world (PSW) includes program-
ming in the Farsi, Dari, and Tajiki 
languages for Iran and surrounding 
countries. Programs are aired on 
digital platforms and from TWR’s 
newly installed Central 
Asia transmitter with 
a clearer, far-reaching 
signal. The dynamic 
production team of young adults has 
created three online radio stations 
streaming 24/7: one focused on music 
and worship, another focused on 
reading the Bible, and a third with a 
mixture of programming. Future goals 
include adding languages of Iran such 
as Gilaki, Balochi, and Qashqai so 
many more can hear God’s Word in 
their own heart languages. An open-
ness to the gospel is sweeping across 
the PSW, and we are eager to com-
bine our radio broadcasts with online 
platforms to guide even more listeners 
in following Jesus. 

Biblical Programs for 
the Silk Road Region
Central Asia comprises the countries 
of Uzbekistan, Tajikistan, Turkmeni-
stan, Kazakhstan, and Kyrgyzstan. The 
unreached people of Central Asia live 
in countries where cultural and polit-
ical obstacles hinder 
church growth, and it 
can be very difficult to 
hear the gospel. And 
for those who do know Jesus, adequate 
discipleship resources in their own 
languages are scarce. Radio and digital 
platforms are an extremely effective 
and cost-efficient way to share the love 
of Christ with those living in restricted 

countries. It is also a very effective tool 
for oral learners. Some of the most 
popular programs are Radio Bible Proj-
ect, Springs of Living Water, The Christian 
Youth, Women of Hope, House Church, 
and The Way of Righteousness. This 
project allows TWR to keep producing 
our wide variety of programs for the 
Christians and seekers of Central Asia. 

Outreach to Türkiye
Türkiye is a hostile place for Christians, 
and those who leave the dominant 
religion risk persecution. Additionally, 
high unemployment leaves young adults 
hopeless about a bright future, wonder-
ing about the purpose 
of their lives. TWR’s 
ministry partners 
in Türkiye (formerly 
known as Turkey) operate FM radio 
stations in the country and produce 
daily programming to guide young 
adults toward hope in Jesus and the an-
swers to life’s questions they can find in 
the Bible. The testimonies and stories 
encourage young people not to give 
up in difficult situations. Türkiye also 
has a high rate of domestic violence, 
and Turkish women benefit from the 
Women of Hope program that lets them 
know they are loved by God. Radio 
is often the only way Turkish people 
can hear the gospel. Your support will 
allow us to continue producing these 
encouraging broadcasts.  

Nehemiah Project 
for Israel
Israel is a nation of rich ethnic and 
religious diversity with Jews, Arabs, 
and other groups making up the 
cultural mosaic. About 1.2 million 
Russian-speaking Jews live in Israel, 
and TWR is airing 
our existing Russian 
programs to them 
while implementing an 
expansion to additional ministries. Be-
cause of the ongoing military conflicts, 
people are asking difficult questions 
amid the destabilizing effects of war. 
Inspired by the book of Nehemiah to 
build a solid foundation for ministry, 
we are developing a 24-hour digital 
media stream for those who are curi-
ous about the Bible and want to know 
more. Listeners will hear cultural 
news, music, and relevant topics from 
a Christian perspective. We are also 
starting Women of Hope for the many 
women who face challenges such as 
domestic violence, social isolation, and 
the psychological and economic con-
sequences of war. Please join us as we 
minister to Russian-speaking Jews in 
Israel with a view toward introducing 
them to Jesus.

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PANI Broadcasts
TWR’s broadcasts into Pakistan, 
Afghanistan, and North India (PANI) 
generate thousands of responses each 
year from those who want to know 
more about Jesus. The programs in 
a variety of languages share Scripture 
and stories with 
children in India and 
Pakistan, encourage 
the youth of India, 
explain how to start small listening 
groups called radio home groups in 
India and Pakistan, and these are just 
a few examples. Christians in this 
part of the world live in areas where 
they can face harsh persecution for 
following Christ, and radio is a dis-
creet source of spiritual food. When 
a secret believer in Pakistan traveled 
tens of kilometers to meet with TWR 
associates, he shared with a thankful 
heart: “TWR has been a source for 
me to know the true Creator and 
Savior.” Your gift in the coming year 
will help TWR to continue introduc-
ing PANI listeners to the Savior.

Hope for Sri Lanka
TWR broadcasts to the people of 
Sri Lanka, most of them Buddhists, 
in the Tamil and Sinhala languages. 
In 2013, God provided a unique 
opportunity to 
air Bible teaching 
and discipleship  
programs on the 
national FM radio 
network that covers the entire 
country of 22 million people, and 
more than 200 Bible-study groups 
have launched. The Villager of the 
Upper Field in Sinhala was a program 
concept formed after the recent 
economic crisis that left youth and 
young adults hopeless about the 
future. The dramatized episodes fea-
ture topics from daily life and offer 
biblical solutions. Other programs 
include Women of Hope, education-
al topics for children, and a men’s 
ministry that is in the works. Your 
gift will help all these ministries to 
continue and flourish.

Outreach to Nepal
TWR Nepal has FM radio listeners 
throughout this Himalayan moun-
tain country where about 80% of 
the population is Hindu. Religious 
activities are strictly 
regulated, so media 
outreach is critical, 
and TWR Nepal 
produces a wide 
variety of programs for unreached 
people groups, children who attend 
listening clubs, and small groups 
interacting through radio home 
groups. For Nepali women and chil-
dren in extreme poverty, specialized 
programs communicate God’s love. 
A listener shared, “My son aban-
doned me and chased me out of his 
home because of my Christian faith. 
I turned to God, and I have discov-
ered peace and joy. I’ve listened 
to numerous programs, including 
Women of Hope. … I appreciate 
God for his Word to me through 
the programs.”

Bridge to the Heart 
for Indonesia
TWR’s national partner in Indonesia has 
a long-running outreach in this archipel-
ago country in Southeast Asia that is 
home to more Muslims 
than any other country 
in the world. Bridge to 
the Heart is a program 
designed especially 
for nominal Muslims who perform the 
rituals of Islam but do not realize that 
the way to peace with God and salva-
tion for their souls is by faith alone in 
Jesus Christ. Each episode is an audio 
drama followed by biblical teaching, and 
dozens of FM stations in Indonesia are 
airing the popular program. A listener 
shared, “After listening to the Bridge to 
the Heart program, I feel blessed. I am 
more motivated to read the Bible every 
day. Because of the sacrifice of the Lord 
Jesus that I heard through the program, 
I am more faithful to read, meditate, and 
practice his Word.” Your gift will help 
more Indonesian Muslims to personally 
embrace Jesus. 

Happy Children’s Garden 
for Cambodia
Cambodia is a country of nearly 18 
million people, most of whom are Bud-
dhist. Illiteracy is high, which makes a Bi-
ble storytelling program perfect for this 
oral culture with limited access to the 
gospel. TWR has a long-running minis-
try to Cambodian children through the 
Happy Children’s Garden radio program 
paired with in-person rallies where the 

children can meet the program present-
ers and enjoy puppet shows, games and 
crafts, and a much-needed meal. Thou-
sands of children have been touched 
by this outreach over 
25 years. Some Happy 
Children’s Garden clubs 
gather in churches and 
village listening groups 
to enjoy the fun and beloved activities 
that go along with listening to the pro-
gram. Happy Children’s Garden is aired on 
FM radio stations throughout Cambodia

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A Season of Hope 
in Japan
The Japanese are often called the sec-
ond-largest unreached people group in 
the world, but after the 2011 tsunami 
and Fukushima nuclear 
disaster, the Japanese 
were shaken. Many lost 
their homes, agricul-
ture, and livelihoods. 
One missionary said he had never 
seen such soft hearts in the country of 
Japan. God brought together a team of 
Japanese Christians who joined TWR 
with the needed skills to speak the 
hope of Jesus Christ in a desperate 
situation, and today, broadcasts are still 
going out over FM stations across the 
country with programs such as Women 
of Hope, Power of the Gospel, The Word 
Today, and more. Other initiatives of 
TWR Japan include a prayer ministry 
and distribution of gospel tracts. More 
supporters are needed to sustain these 
vital projects that share the redeeming 
love of Jesus in Japan.

Outreach to Mongolia
Mongolia is a country about the size 
of Alaska that is bordered by Russia 
to the north and China to the south. 
About 70% of Mongolians live in urban 
areas, such as the 
capital of Ulaanbaatar, 
and the remaining 30% 
are sparsely distributed 
throughout the vast 
grasslands that are home to nomadic 
herders. According to Joshua Project, 
99% of Mongolians are unreached 
with the gospel. TWR seeks to reach 
them by broadcasting Women of Hope 
and the Do You Know? program of 
the SON-Lift project, a series of 60 
dramatized Bible stories about the life 
of Jesus that invite listeners to come 
to faith. Through partnerships with 
like-minded Christian organizations and 
strategic outlets, TWR is broadcasting 
these programs to reach both rural 
and urban dwellers. Will you join us in 
this effort to share the gospel with the 
people of Mongolia?

Hope for Filipino Muslims
The Philippine islands of Mindanao, 
Palawan, Basilan, and Jolo are home to 
about 11 million Filipino Muslims. TWR 
Philippines wants to spread the gospel 
of Jesus Christ and in-
troduce the true peace 
of God in this region 
where religious ani-
mosity toward Chris-
tianity still lingers from colonization 
and extremist groups operate through 
violent crime. TWR Philippines has 
produced The Prophets and The Way 
of Righteousness – programs designed 
especially for Muslim audiences – in the 
Cebuano language, along with Women 
of Hope. TWR distributes them on 
FM stations around the region, but we 
would like to expand the reach through 
airtime on more FM stations. Your 
gift will allow TWR to continue these 
important programs.

China Ministries
For the past 50 years, TWR has been 
committed to sharing the gospel with 
the Chinese through the most effec-
tive means available. This currently 
includes shortwave broadcasting and 
personally visiting our 
listeners to share the 
Do You Know program 
on handheld devices 
loaded with these 60 
Bible stories about the life of Jesus 
along with music and an audio Bible. 
In 2024, TWR associates visited 707 
individuals to explain the good news, 
and 11 individuals received Jesus 
Christ as Lord and Savior. We hope to 
continue reaching unreached people 
groups in China for decades to come, 
and although our shortwave broad-
casts from KTWR Guam are coming 
to a close, our ministry of about 15 
programs in Chinese languages will 
continue from other strategic outlets 
of our partner ministries. Your gift will 
help us maintain airtime continuity to 
reach more Chinese people for Jesus. 
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I came to know Christ 
as my Savior through 
the TWR Hazara 
programs. My trust 
in Jesus is like a light 
in the darkness, even 
though I still deal with 
a lot of issues. I now 
pray with assurance 
and hope, believing that 
God will provide for us 
and heal my children.

In 
Cuba and Venezuela, there is deep 
despair from food and medicine 
shortages and un-
reliable electricity.

Churches in 
Cuba are seeing people of all ages 
come to faith, and TWR contin-
ues to blanket this entire nation 
and many other parts of Latin 
America and the Caribbean with 
God’s Word. From Shine 800 AM, 
our 450,000-watt station on the 
island of Bonaire, TWR provides a 
wide variety of encouraging Bi-
ble-teaching programs in Spanish, 
Portuguese, English, and Macuxi.

Here in Cuba, we 
can hear your transmission clear-
ly. Every night in this small town 
in the countryside, we listen and 

nourish ourselves with the messag-
es.

Studio Equipment 
for TWR Bolivia
Through five radio stations oper-
ating in Bolivia, TWR is a beacon 
of hope for thousands of families 

who speak Spanish, Quechua, 
and the Low German language of 
Mennonite communities, also called 
Plautdietsch. Recent years have 
been difficult for Bolivians with 
road blockades, social unrest, and 
economic disruptions. To continue 
our ministry, however, we urgently 
need to upgrade our aging equip-
ment that can no longer produce 
quality broadcasts. Needs include 
speakers, mixing equipment, micro-
phones, headphones, and compo-
nents for podcast content creation.
